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Using Katakana 
 
The rules for katakana are almost exactly the same as for hiragana. The addition 
of  ゛ or ゜ to a katakana letter make the same sound changes as for hiragana, and 
the use of small ツ is also the same. However there are two main differences: 
 
1.  Long Vowel Sound  
 
A long vowel sound is indicated by adding a line after the vowel to be lengthened.

2. Changing the Vowel Sound
