Remember that if the 'thing'is animate (like an animal or a person) then you must

use LVFET instead of HYFE T, The core meaning of these two verbs is 'to exist.

We can add a location to this sentence pattern, using particle I to indicate the
location. When the location is the focus of attention, it must be inserted directly
before the verb at the end of the sentence. This is where important, new information
in a sentence goes. The 'thing' is no longer the focus of the sentence, so we must
change ‘emphasis’ particle A% (above) to its sister particle, ‘topic’ particle &, and move
it o the beginning of the sentence:

Grammar - an alternative way to describe the location of something

In English we use the words ‘the' and 'a’ to tell our listener whether we are talking
about something for the first time, or whether we are talking about something that
we both already know about:

e 'The' chair is the chair that we both know about, and the important new
information about it will follow.

e 'A’chair is any chair, and it is new information in the sentence. u

In Japanese we use a different system to do the same thing. When we make
something the topic of our sentence by adding particle [& to it, then we and our
listener are already familiar with that thing, and the new information will follow.
When we add particle A% to something, it is new information and it must go where new
information always goes - just before the verb at the end of the sentence:
